• Approval is obtained from the college authorities for dates, venue, 

and budget. 

• Inviting Participation: 

• Formal invitations or notices are sent to nearby colleges to 

participate in the competition 

• Rules, themes, event categories, and registration forms are shared in 

advance. 

REGISTRATION AND CONFIRMATION: 

• Interested colleges submit their entries within the given deadline. 

• Participation is confirmed, and final event-wise lists are prepared. 

 EVENT CATEGORIES AND GUIDELINES: 

• PUSHP SHRINGAR (generally refers to flower decoration or floral 

adornment, especially in the context of religious or cultural settings) 

 

• FOOD COMPETITION (where participants prepare, present, and 

decorate sawan related dishes to be judged based on various criteria) 

 

• UMBRELLA PAINTING AND DECORATION (where 

participants decorate umbrellas with vibrant colours, traditional 

designs, and Sawan-related themes. 



 

 

• FOLK DANCE COMPETITION (where participants perform 

traditional Indian folk dances to celebrate the joy, devotion, and 

beauty of the monsoon season.) 

 

• SAWAN QUEEN – (is a title or recognition given to a female 

participant during Sawan celebrations) 

 
 

• SAWAN CLICKS (It refers to a photo or snapshot capturing a 

moment, event, or activity from the Sawan festival celebration — 

like traditional attire, dance, decorations, or monsoon vibes.) 

 

• MEHENDI COMPETITION (where participants apply beautiful 

Mehndi designs on hands, and are judged based on creativity, 

neatness, design intricacy, and theme.) 

 EVENT DAY EXECUTION: 

• The program begins with a traditional lamp lighting and welcome 

address. 

• Each competition is conducted as per the scheduled sequence. 

• Judges (experts from cultural/artistic fields) evaluate performances 

based on pre-decided criteria. 

RESULT DECLARATION AND PRIZE DISTRIBUTION: 

• Winners are announced at the end of the program. 

• Prizes, certificates, and mementos are awarded to the winners and 

participants.
