INTRODUCTION 

The Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) of D.B.M.S. College of Education 

conducted “Battle of the Books – Spin a Yarn of Stories” on 27th April 2026 for 

B.Ed. students in the college multipurpose hall. The event was designed as a 

team-based storytelling competition to provide student-teachers an opportunity to 

showcase their narrative and presentational abilities. 

CONTEXT 

Storytelling is an essential component of classroom teaching that helps build 

language skills, imagination, and engagement. To encourage future educators to 

adopt creative teaching techniques, the competition focused on spontaneous story 

creation. The title “Spin a Yarn of Stories” reflected the aim of weaving coherent 

and interesting tales from given prompts within a limited time.  

OBJECTIVE 

The main objectives of the programme were:  

• To enhance creativity and quick-thinking abilities of B.Ed. students.   
• To develop collaborative storytelling and team coordination.  
• To improve oral expression in Hindi and English.   



 

• To expose students to expert evaluation and performance feedback. 
• To motivate students to use storytelling as an instructional method. 

 PROCEDURE 

The competition followed these rules:  

• Each team received a story starter from the judge.   
• Teams consisted of 3 members.   
• Teams had 2 minutes to complete the story.  
• Language choice: Hindi or English.   
• Team members could pass the story to another member if needed.  
• Storytelling had to be continuous, with no pauses allowed.   
• Creativity and relevance to the starter were judged.

• MRS. ARUNA JHA – Retired teacher, Kerala Samajam Model School. 

Associated with multiple institutions and active in theatre as an actor and

Nikala’, ‘Gaanv’, receiving awards. Regular broadcaster on Akashvani, 

writer of stories and satire, and established artist of Maithili stage.  
 

• RTN. SINCHITA ROY CHOUDHURI– Began conducting Spoken 

English classes for Tata Timken and Tata Steel employees in the late 1980s. 

A Rotarian engaged in social service. Practitioner of ‘Shruti Natak’ which 

focuses on voice modulation. Takes keen interest in elocution and debate 

and has judged various events. Loves travelling and music.  

 After the team presentations, Mrs. Aruna Jha performed a monologue for the 

students. Both judges gave detailed feedback on the performances and 

encouraged students to participate in similar events for skill enhancement. 

Principal Dr. Joohi Samarpita also interacted with the students, motivated them, 

and took their feedback and experiences about the programme.
